The Utah Angel Network, one of a few organized angel investment groups in the country, is a collection of 15 private
investors backing Utah entrepreneurs. Investing $50 thousand to $2 million as equity or convertible debt, the Utah Angel
Network assists in securing next-stage financing from a venture capital firm, private sources, or an IPO. To present a
business idea to the Utah Angel Network, companies must submit a business plan summary and be selected to present at a
monthly meeting.®

Utah Bankers Association (UBA)

Established in 1908, UBA is the professional and tr
industrial loan corporations. UBA works to promote a favorable image and understanding of the banking industry to the
general public, protect the industry against legislation and regulations that might result in undue oversight and/or
competitive disadvantage, and assist its members with resources to improve operational efficiency and profitability.’

Utah Department of Financial Institutions (DFI)

The Utah Fund of Funds is a $300 million economic development program aimed at providing access to alternative or
non-traditional capital to Utah entrepreneurs. The Utah Fund of Funds will not invest money directly into any company or
individual, but invests in venture capital -upandbusipessi v a1
community and making investments in qualifying companies. After the first $200 million round of financing provided by
Deutsche Bank, the Utah Fund of Funds is set up to be financially self-sustaining, with the profits from investments

paying back financers.®
