EDCUTAH ANNOUNCES 2007-08 RESULTS

Organization Reports Record Number of Site Visits and Prominent Wins

(Salt Lake City, UT) – Economic Development Corporation of Utah (EDCUtah) today announced results of the fiscal year ended June 30, 2007. The year posted a record number of site visits, more than 133, which resulted in 26 corporate relocation, expansion and retention project “wins” within the State of Utah. The number of new jobs created was up to 5,370, with more than 867 jobs retained, for a total of 6,237 jobs. Among the significant “wins” for EDCUtah this year are Procter & Gamble, Oracle, Sephora, Hershey, Goldman Sachs, Disney Interactive and FedEx.
“Though the U.S. economy has been slow, we at EDCUtah are busier than ever,” said Jeff Edwards, president and CEO of EDCUtah. “Utah has made a name for itself one of the best places in the country to do business. The new year looks very promising as we currently have 251 active projects.”

EDCUtah also announced that Jerry Fenn of Qwest will serve as the new Chairman of EDCUtah’s Board of Trustees. Several other board and executive committee member nominations were also voted on. Rich Walje, Rocky Mountain Power, was appointed as the private sector vice president of the board, Mayor Tom Dolan, Sandy City, as public sector vice president and Jill Taylor, Key Bank, as secretary/treasurer. Mark Bouchard, CB Richard Ellis, Rod Castillo, The Pete Suazo Business Center, Earl Hurst, Humana Utah, Ann Miller, Weber State University, Rick Nydegger, Workman Nydegger, Chuck Penna, Penna Powers Brian Haynes, and Glen Watkins, Jones Waldo Holbrook & McDonough, were inducted into the Board of Trustees. Deedee Corradini, Concierge Relocation, Peggy Larsen, Workers Compensation Fund, Mayor Russ Wall, City of Taylorsville, Rick Davis, Callister Nebeker & McCullough, Ron Jibson, Questar Gas Company and Mike Pazzi, Wells Fargo Bank, were all appointed to EDCUtah’s Executive Committee. 

Edwards attributes the organization’s 21 years of success to the support it receives from both its public and private partners, including its members and the Governor’s Office of Economic Development.
